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(it % B ) The diagram shows the
way chemicals cause damage to the
environment. Factories and vehicles
such as cars, buses, motorbikes and
airplanes burn two natural re-
sources, coal and oil. This produces
dangerous gases that rise into the
sky. When clouds are formed, the
gases cause a chemical reaction in
the clouds and this produces acid
rain. This harmful rain falls on the
land, entering and polluting the
soil. The food that animals feed on,
grass and insects for example,
contains poisonous chemicals from
the rain. When the animals eat the
food, they are poisoned too, and
they die. In addition, the acid rain
also damages the roots and leaves

and are carried to the sea. Chemi-
cals also enter the sea another way:
factories dump their waste into
rivers, which flow downstream, and
the waste flows into the sea. As a
result, the plants and fish in the sea
are also poisoned and die.
